We will encounter texts 
from a variety of cultures and social contexts, and we will strive to bring the 
composer’s work to life through effective interpretation and presentation.

Policies:

Arts Chorale is both a one-credit class offered through the School of Music and a student

organization registered with MSA. You are required to register for ENS 351 unless there

are extenuating circumstances, such as exceeding credit limits. If you cannot register

for the course, you must discuss this with Arian Khaefi in person or by email.. The course may be repeated for credit. LSA students should note that AC counts toward your creative expression requirement.

Whether or not you are registered in the course for credit, the success of this ensemble is

based upon active participation during rehearsals. Your time and talent are among the

greatest assets you bring to Arts Chorale. Missing rehearsal(s) WILL affect the entire

group. Therefore, please note that:

· Rehearsals will begin on time. Each member is expected to be seated and ready to sing at 4:10.

· Regular attendance is expected. Attendance records are kept by the executive


committee, and unexcused absences are subject to the attendance policy. Email


acattendance@umich.edu for all attendance related issues.

· It is your responsibility to discuss with the conductor at the start of term:



a) any conflicts you may have with required events (listed above)



b) any ongoing scheduling conflicts you may have with regular rehearsals.

· All concerts, dress rehearsals, and retreats are mandatory. 
· Learn your music on time. You will be provided with a “performance-ready schedule” which lists when each piece and movement is “due”, and where applicable, the date by which it is to be learned. On or after this date, you must be prepared to sing this piece as part of a small group when called on during rehearsal. Resources will be provided to help you prepare outside of rehearsal.

Attendance Policy: 
· You will receive one “freebee” absence. Every unexcused absence thereafter will lower your grade by 1/3 (i.e. A- to B+) 2 unexcused tardies = 1 unexcused absence. 4 unexcused absences will result in dismissal from the ensemble. It is your responsibility to communicate any attendance issues with your section leaders and the board. Absences/tardies from regular rehearsals will only be excused due to:



a) Emergency



b) Documented school obligation such as an exam (please email all exam
